1. About the Singapore Internationale Grant 
Singapore Internationale (SI) is the Singapore International Foundation’s (SIF) arts scheme that supports the presentation of Singapore's creative works overseas. This grant is open to Singaporeans and Singapore Permanent Residents who are able to present different facets of Singapore to an overseas audience through their talent and creative works in the arts and culture industries.
Since 2000, SI has supported over 220 individuals and groups in presenting their works in some 50 countries. These artists have brought to the international stage a diverse range of art forms including performing arts, literary arts, visual arts, audio and digital art, music, design, and multidisciplinary art.
Through SI, the SIF seeks to promote cross-cultural collaborations and build enduring relationships, bridging Singapore and world communities for a better world.
SI recipients also have the opportunity to participate in the annual Singapore Internationale showcase, a multi-disciplinary display which allows artists to connect with fellow artists and international audiences locally.
2. Eligibility 

a) Only Singaporeans and Singapore Permanent Residents may apply.

b) Individuals or groups may apply for the grant. Informal groups should nominate either an individual or a legally constituted organisation to take legal and financial responsibility for grant administration.
c) The proposed work should belong to the fields of the performing arts, literary arts, visual arts, audio and digital art, music, design, multidisciplinary art and other creative projects in the arts and culture.

d) The proposed work should be showcased overseas on one of the following platforms: exhibitions, performances, international festivals and events. Other platforms will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.

e) Only finished works will be considered. The grant does not support art creation/development.

f) The grant scheme does not support scholarships and the attendance at workshops/ conferences/ arts market as a participant.

g) Groups affiliated to educational institutions are not eligible.

Criteria
a) Artistic merit of the project — originality, creativity and clear artistic direction
b) Track record of applicant(s) — past works, awards and recognition
c) Promotion of cross-cultural understanding and people-to-people ties
d) Ability to project and enhance Singapore’s image
e) Audience reach and extent of exposure

f) Merit of event/showcase platform/partner
g) Demonstration of good planning — sound budgeting and effective use of resources etc
h) Strategy in marketing and promoting the project and SIF
3. Important notes

a) Each individual/group applicant is eligible for a grant amount of up to S$20,000, or typically up to 50% of the qualifying budget (whichever is the lower amount).

b) Applicants are encouraged to explore various sources to fund their overseas projects.
c) Each individual/group applicant is eligible for up to two successful grants per year based on date of performance/showcase/exhibition. 

d) The SIF's decision is final and we are unable to entertain appeals.

4. Important dates 

a) This grant cycle is open for works to be staged abroad from 15 April 2012. 
b) Closing date for application is 24 February 2012. Late applications will not be accepted.
c) The result of the application will be communicated via email by 23 March 2012.

TERMS OF GRANT

1. The grant awarded is for the project named in the application and is not transferable to another project.
2. The SIF is to be kept informed of developments and deviations from the project details indicated on the application form, including changes in implementation, budget, postponement and cancellations, in a timely manner.
3. 70% of the approved grant will generally be disbursed two months prior to the project date while the remaining 30% will be disbursed post-event upon submission of the required documents/materials. These should be submitted within two months of project completion: 
a) Completed prescribed post-project report form

b) Actual budget (including income and other sources of funding received by the Awardee), with original receipts and invoices of major expenditures attached on A4-sized paper 

c) Photographs, audio and/or visual recording of project (include the showcase, interaction with audience, feedback from the audience and the event in general)

d) Publicity materials of the project or the event (marketing collaterals, media clippings etc)

4. In the course of presenting the project, Awardees are to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner and uphold the image of Singapore as the country’s ambassadors.
5. Acknowledgement should be given to SIF on all promotional and publicity avenues/materials where appropriate for the support rendered by SIF. 
6. The SIF reserves the right to use the materials including photographs, video/audio recordings and media clippings submitted by the Awardees, for purely non-commercial and publicity purposes. 
7. The SIF reserves the rights to withdraw the award at any time if the above terms are not adhered to or if in the opinion of SIF, the project deviates substantially from the original proposal indicated in the application. In such events, the Awardee shall refund all monies paid to the Awardee immediately upon being notified of SIF’s withdrawal.
